� Entries may include other flowers but the orchid must be the predominating feature of the entry! 
� Entries and Exhibits of Silk Flowers and/ or Silk Foliage are NOT permitted. 
 
Floral Judging: 
� Judging by an accredited Flower Show Judge/s. 
� If you are an accredited Floral Judge and would like to help, please contact us. 
� Awards are determined by aesthetic skill in the use of orchids: Design, Harmony, Suitability for Purpose, Distinction, 

Originality, and Condition of flowers used. 
 
Awards: 
Ribbons are awarded at Judges discretion and a Rosette will be awarded to the best Floral entry. 
 
Display of Floral Entries: 
Your entry will be placed on table skirted in white and top covered with black, unless you request an exhibit. Business and 
designers name will placed next to each entry after judging, we will also set out your business cards, brochures, or 
information that you provide to us.
